You can always count on me. — Zawsze mozesz na mnie liczyé.

Jesli uzywamy ich z jakimkolwiek innym czasownikiem (niz to be i modalne),
stawiamy je przed nim, np.:

We always do the shopping after work. — Zawsze robimy zakupy po pracy.
He rarely calls her. — On rzadko do niej dzwoni.

Gdy méwimy o czestotliwosci, czesto uzywamy tez stowa every (kazdy, kazde-
go, co), np.: every day — codziennie, every week — co tydzier. W liczbie mnogiej
stosujemy je nastepujaco: every three days — co trzy dni, every five months — co
pie¢ miesiecy, itd.

Takie okreslenia czestotliwosci stawiamy zwykle na koricu zdania.
Inne okreslenia czestotliwosci to:

once a day — raz dziennie

twice a week — dwa razy w tygodniu

three times a month — trzy razy w miesiacu

four times a year — cztery razy w roku.
