** En el lenguaje coloquial no usamos that.
*** Después de for fear that (por temor a que) aparece un verbo modal (p. ej., might).

Las negaciones en las oraciones finales las hacemos con in order y so as y añadi-
mos not to con el significado de para no (no se usa la construcción sola not to + 
infinitivo), p. ej., I work out so as not to / in order not to feel lazy. 

Después de so that utilizamos una oración completa que contenga:
•	could, would o should, si hacemos referencia al pasado;
•	can o will, si hacemos referencia al presente o al futuro (en este segundo 

caso, a veces, usamos también el Present Simple).

Si el sujeto de la oración principal es diferente al de la oración final, tenemos que 
usar so that. Compara: 

I took a loan to buy a car. – Cogí un crédito para comprarme un coche. 
I took a loan so that he could buy a car. – Cogí un crédito para que (él) pudiera 
comprarse un coche.

Para formar oraciones finales también podemos usar expresiones como: to avoid 
doing sth (evitar hacer algo) o to prevent sb ( from) doing sth (evitar que alguien haga 
algo).
