En esta unidad continuamos con el tema de los indefinidos y pronombres de 
relativo que ya tratamos en los anteriores libros. Algunos ejemplos:

Indefinite pronouns and adjectives (pronombres y adjetivos indefinidos)
most • some • each • many • much • any • little • less • plenty •  

several • few • either • both • neither • all • none

Uso de the y of con los indefinidos

Compara la transformación de los siguientes ejemplos:

¡No cometas este error!
Bien: She spent most of her money on clothes.

Mal: She spent the most of her money on clothes.

	Æ si nos referimos a personas, cosas o grupos concretos, utilizamos la construcción 
pronombre/adjetivo indefinido + of + the / adjetivo posesivo (como my) / adjetivo 
demostrativo (como this), p. ej., Some of the people in the room criticised my 
decision – Algunas de las personas presentes en la sala criticaron mi decisión.

	Æ si utilizamos pronombres personales (como it, them), entonces es necesario 
poner of con los indefinidos, p. ej., some of it, most of them.

Either, both, neither, no, none

Si el pronombre indefinido se refiere a un sustantivo incontable, el verbo de la 
oración irá en singular, p. ej., None of the luggage was mine; Most of the money was 
stolen.

Si none y neither se refieren a un sustantivo contable, el verbo de la oración 
podrá aparecer tanto en singular como en plural, p. ej., Neither of the participants 
has/have any advantage. 

Either, both y neither se utilizan cuando hacemos referencia a dos personas o cosas. 
Si hablamos de más de dos cosas o personas, usamos no, none o all, p. ej., none 
of them, all of the people.

Recuerda que no podemos usar el indefinido none delante de un sustantivo, pero 
sí delante de un pronombre (p. ej., none of them, none of it). Si en una oración 
aparece solo el sustantivo, sin ningún determinante, entonces en lugar de none 
usamos no, p. ej., no people.

¡No cometas este error!

Bien: We received no comments.

Mal: We received none comments.

Para unir dos oraciones simples en una compuesta mediante un pronombre, utiliza-
mos los llamados pronombres de relativo (relative pronouns): whom, para referirnos 
a personas, y which, para referirnos a cosas, p. ej., all of whom… – todos los cuales / 
todos ellos, none of whom… – ninguno de los cuales…, most of which… – la mayoría 
de los cuales… Compara: We invited ten people. All of them accepted the invitation  
We invited ten people, all of whom accepted the invitation.
